A brief manual for the applicant on how to proceed when applying for
a financial contribution

Step no. 1.
Filling out the application together with the attachment(s) (model on the website)

Step no. 2.
After receiving the funds, confirm their receipt with the appropriate form (template on the website)

Step no. 3.

After the completion of the project, within the specified time, sending a report on the use of funds,
including attachments and photo documentation, i.e. the evaluation of the project by the applicant
itself.

The application assessment criteria applied by the organization are based on the methodology:

SMART - SPECIFIC, MEASURABLE, ACHIEVABLE, REALISTIC AND TIMELY,
primarily taking into account the following aspects of the application.

1. Speed of response: The faster an organization responds to a crisis situation, the better.
2. Financial effectiveness: How effectively funds are used to deliver aid.
3. Transparency: The openness and clarity of the use of funds and the distribution of aid.

4. Coordination skills: Ability to work with other organizations and government entities for
effective delivery of assistance.

5. Distribution of goods: How quickly and efficiently goods are delivered and distributed to
those in need.

6. Consideration of local needs: The ability to identify and respect the specific needs of a given
community.

7. Involvement of local resources: How involved local resources and communities are in the
aid delivery process.

8. Monitoring and Evaluation: Monitoring and evaluating the performance and impact of aid
provided.

9. Expertise and experience: The experience and professional qualification of the organization
in the provision of humanitarian aid.

10. Long-term sustainability: The ability of the organization to contribute to the long-term
recovery and sustainability of affected areas.
